Place A-colored body panel with
right side facing you. Arrange claws
and legs around edge, 2 claws at
front and 4 legs on each side of
claws, with beginning edges of
limbs against side edge of body
panel and tips of limbs collected

in center of body panel. (Refer to
photograph when arranging claws
and legs around edge of body.)

Pin beginning edges of limbs in
place. Place B-colored body panel
with wrong side facing you on

top of limbs, aligned with A body
panel. Pin B body panel in place if
desired. Join one strand of A with
sl st in body panel edge at back
(opposite claws) of crab. Working
through all thicknesses, sl st around
outer edge securing limbs to body;
leaving an opening large enough
to turn cushion right side out. Turn
cushion right side out, stuff

body until crab is 6-8"/15-20.5¢m
thick. Sl st remaining section of
body closed.

With tail, sew eyes to top front of
cushion just above claws. .5 4 &
